Carl was faithful to support mission efforts in Africa for over twenty
years and had friends with whom he maintained contact around the world.
Carl was a lover of animals. In his yard he always maintained birdfeeders,
food for the neighborhood strays, and a sense that he was responsible for the
welfare of any animal that crossed the border of his domain. Carl loved
American History and was a subject matter expert on all things concerned
with the Civil War. He was a friend who can never be replaced in the
community, his family, or to those with whom he shared his life. He will be
greatly missed.
